          Rand Private School is delighted to announce The Reading Program for this year, which 

includes Read Every Day Folder and Reading Fluency. Our goal is to motivate students to want 

to read so they will practice reading independently and, thus, become fluent readers. Reading is 

more than just a practical tool. Through books we can enrich our minds; we can also relax and 

enjoy some precious leisure moments. With your help, your children can begin a lifelong 

relationship with the books, so they grow into adults who read easily and confidently. 

It is important to develop both reading fluency and reading comprehension for all students, that’s 

why we have included two handouts related to reading and fluency. The fluency booklet will help 

your child to become a proficient reader by helping her to enhance all fluency skills.  

 

 

Guidelines for using the reading fluency handout: 

1- Students will read the required  passage every day (2 trials) for  

one minute each while recording themselves and jotting down  

WCPM (words correct per minute). 

2- They will focus on one skill per unit which will be given to them 

 by the teacher.  

3- They will send the recordings to teacher every  

Sundays and Thursdays for monitoring and feedback. 

 

 

Guidelines for using Read Every Day Folder 

 Read every day handout will document how much your child reads  

during the week. They can choose their favorite stories from home  

library or they can use any of the following resources. We encourage  

each student to read one story each week.  

1- This folder is a part of your child’s nightly reading homework, she 

 can choose any story . 

2- Ask your child 3-4 comprehension questions from the list provided  

after finishing the book . 

3- The reading folder will always be due to the end day of the week. 

4-  The reading checklist at the beginning of the folder will show that  

 students have finished the book and read different books with  

different genres.
